TUITION is how much you pay for each credit you take.  Every course is worth a certain number of credits based on how often it 
meets throughout the week.  Your degree is earned when you’ve passed courses that add up to a certain number of credits.  OTC 
charges tuition based on which tier a course falls under — generally, courses that cost more to teach are priced higher.  Depending 
on where you live, you’ll either pay the in-district or out-of-district price.  FEES are also added to every credit hour you take.  
Common fees include a technology fee and a security fee, while some specialized courses have fees specific to them.
